Pouya Khoshravesh was born in Ghaemshahr in northern Iran (Mazandaran) in 1987. He grew up in a family of musicians and began to play Kamanche at the age of 10 with his father. His uncle, the great folk singer Abolhasan Khoshrou, soon started to take him to festivals to perform together with him. At the age of 15, Pouya Khoshravesh became a student to Master Saeed Farajpouri and worked with him for five years; he was also a student of Masters Ardeshir Kamkar and Shervin Mohajer. He has performed throughout Iran and various countries such as Germany (Berlin Festival), France (Lyon Opera, Dauphinois MuseumGrenoble, Metz Arsenal, Guimet Museum, Salle Cortot, Raspail Theatre Paris), Indonesia (Aceh International Festival of Sufi Music), Rome (Errichetta Festival). He has recorded several albums with traditional music of Iran and works with famous musicians and composers such as Reza Ghassemi, Fardeen Karin Khavari. Pouya Khoshravesh is also a composer. He has been living in France since 2013.
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
